8 ______________  Trojan price and greatest fighter of Troy; Killed by Achilles

9 ______________  God of warfare, bloodlust, and slaughter; Vulture, burning torch, and spear

10 ______________  Goddess of strife and discord; Golden Apple of Discord

11 ______________ A Titan; Brother of Atlas; Stole fire from Zeus and gave it to mortals

12 ______________  God of wealth and the Underworld; Helm of Darkness and Cerebrus

13 ______________  Deification of the human soul; Goddess with butterfly wings

14 ______________  Greek hero of the Trojan War; Central character in Homer’s the Iliad

23 ______________ Primal Greek Goddess of the earth; Mother of the Titans

24 ______________ A Gorgon; Beheaded by Perseus

25 ______________  King of Ithaca; Renowned for his cunning and resourcefulness

26 ______________  Trojan hero; Son of Anchises and Aphrodite; Known for skills in combat

27 ______________  Three dangerous bird-women; Seductresses who sang to mariners

28 ______________  Goddess of the hearth; Hearth and the pig

29 ______________  God of dreams and sleep; Poppy

30 ______________  Goddess of agriculture, grain, and the harvest; Mother of Persephone; Sheath of wheat

31 ______________  Personification of death;  Often winged or robed

32 ______________  Goddess of forests and hills, childbirth, virginity, and the hunt; Bow and arrows, the moon

33 ______________  Goddess of the rainbow; Messenger of the Gods

34 ______________  God of shepherds, goats, and mountain wilds; Pipes

35 ______________  God of medicine, healing, and physicians; Son of Apollo; Serpent-entwined staff
